
 
 

 
 
 

 
 

 
 
 
 

ÒAnd God said, ÔLet there be lights 
in the dome of the sky to separate 
the day from the night; and let them 
be for signs and for seasons and for 
days and yearsÉÓ (Genesis 1: 14) 
 

In order to consider the present 
season, we need to look ahead at 
the future.  We need to consider 
both the sun and the moon.  Spe-

cifically, letÕs consider the sun with regard to the 
spring equinox in 2009.  You may have known 
that the first day of spring occurs on March 20 
(trust meÉI Googled it!).  Now letÕs consider the 
time of the first full moon after the spring equi-
nox.  Do any of us have the faintest idea? 
 

The first full moon of spring is on April 9 (trust 
meÉI Googled it!).  And by now you are surely 
wondering why this monthÕs article is about the 
sun and the moon and the seasons.  The short an-
swer is: because GodÕs time is different than our 
(meaning ÒhumanÓ) time.  This is always an im-
portant thing to remember.  God is not confined, 
limited or controlled by the way that you and I 
understand and organize timeÑ  our watches, our 
calendars, our sense of days, weeks and years.  It 
is always important for us to consider things like 
time and the span of our lives as God sees them.  
It helps us to put emphasis on our continuing rela-
tionship with God rather than on the school, 
work, family timetable that so often consumes us. 
 

The long answer to why I remind you of the great 
lights (sun and moon) and the seasons is because 
they determine our church calendar at this time of 
the year.  Easter Sunday changes every year.  You 
may remember that last year it was March 23!  

This year it is April 12.  It is determined to be the 
first Sunday after the first full moon after the 
spring equinox.  Complicated, isnÕt it?  But fasci-
nating!  Counting backward from Easter, the sea-
son of Lent begins 40 days earlier on Ash 
Wednesday (not including SundaysÉwhich are 
always a mini Easter/resurrection).  This is why I 
say that in order to consider the present season we 
need to look ahead at the future. 
 

We have now entered a fascinating and truly holy 
season, the season of Lent.  The resurrection of 
Jesus Christ cannot be confined to the same cal-
endar day every year.  The shifting nature of 
Easter Sunday and therefore the preceding season 
of Lent may be an inconvenience for us, they may 
disorient us, and yet this very fact encourages us 
to enter ÒGodÕs timeÓ, which is eternal and not 
limited to or determined by the human calendar. 
 

Open your hearts, minds, ears, and eyes now to 
the presence and movement of God toward the 
cross for you in this season of Lent.  Be more in-
tentional about reading the Bible.  Consider fast-
ing one day a week or sacrificing something that 
brings you pleasure as a way of considering and 
connecting with the great sacrifice that God in 
Christ is about to make for you personally and for 
all of humankind.  Consider giving almsÑ  mak-
ing a special offering to a particular place or min-
istry.  And join us on Wednesday nights as we 
gather to fellowship and worship in a way that is 
both personal and communal.  Be intentional 
about encountering Christ before he suffers and 
dies.  GodÕs timeÉLent.
